We now consistently run the greens at 10+ on the
Stimpmeter, without stressing the grass, and many of
us have experienced them at a ‘fun’ 11.5+!!!

In an attempt to bring members and guests an
even more enjoyable golfing experience, we have
undertaken further initiatives. Here are some of them
that were completed or have commenced over the
last few months:

+ Foreign grass removal and fertilising of fairways to
encourage thicker thatch and more resilient grass

+ Laying of new turf (gratis from Tanah Merah, thank
you!) on bare fairways and rough patches

+ Unsightly worn buggy entry points are being fixed
using the Sigma matting, which grass grows
through and over (Please note the new Local Rule if
your ball comes to rest on one)

+ Continued soil, foliage and water testing of our
greens for further improvement and making them
more resistant to disease and able to better
withstand the extremes of Singapore’s weather

* Measuring the depth of sand in bunkers and
topping up where required. We continue to use
sand of USGA specifications.

+ Selected removal or pollarding of trees to deliver
more sunlight to fairway grass

» Heavy roller being applied to tees to produce that
‘table-top’ finish

« A trail nursery alongside Hole 13’s blue tee to

» The purchase of additional machinery items that will
produce quicker and better results on our course

+ Refreshed landscaping at the front entrance and
driveway for that favourable first impression

| am open to any and all ideas from members for a
better golf course. Please let me or one of the Green
Sub-Committee members know your thoughts -

What we are doing is working. However, we need
your help to maintain the course at a high level of
presentation and playability:

» Pitch marks — There are still far too many on our
greens. It takes 10 days for an unrepaired pitch
mark to ‘grow out’ of a green or 10 seconds to
repair one. Please carry, and use, a pitch mark
repairer.

+ Litter — Please take extra care to not litter the course,
especially food wrappings blowing out of buggies.

+ Cigarette butts — Please ask the buggy boys for an
ash-tray or extinguish and place in bins provided.

+ Repairing divots (please carry a sand-bottle to
your ball when it’s ‘Buggies on track’) and raking
bunkers!!

+ Please do NOT remove Goose grass from
the course. Although we appreciate the good
intentions, removing the plant spreads the seeds
over a wider area. The ground staff will eradicate
them with herbicide.

The Green Sub-Committee members and the working
party are proud to deliver the present golfing facility
and we hope you are proud to be Warren members.
